In the first two data
collection rounds has shown that different agencies have different data collection
methodologies in place, without the possibility of obtaining comparable statistical
and other data overview from all institutions across the Criminal Justice Sector.
Considering that UNODC is a custodian agency for the global monitoring of the
achievement of SDG 16.4, UNODC GFP has taken the lead in improving data
collection in cooperation with UNODC's Research and Analysis Branch.

UNODC GFP works to strengthen the leading role of prosecutors in conducting
proactive investigations including of complex and international nature involving illicit
firearms trafficking and to make full use of the existing tools and opportunities
provided by the new criminal procedure at all stages.

UNODC GFP produced GAP Analysis for the purpose of harmonization of the criminal
law and criminal procedure law which has also to be viewed in the context of the
adoption of a Mechanism for the Review of the Implementation of the UNTOC and
the Protocols thereto, which was agreed upon by the UN Member States, and begins
in 2021. The Review will be carried out over the next 12 years through a peer-to-peer
review involving all State parties to UNTOC and its Protocols and will be facilitated by
the UNODC Secretariat.
