TARGET 5.a

Undertake reforms to give women equal
rights to economic resources, as well as
access to ownership and control over land
and other forms of property, nancial
services, inheritance and natural resources,
in accordance with national laws.

Target 5.a is measured through two
indicators: a quantitative indicator and a
qualitative indicator which, when measured
together, allow countries to monitor the
impact of legal reform on women s land
ownership and/or control.

INDICATOR 5.a.1

Indicator 5.a.1: (a) Percentage of people
with ownership or secure rights over
agricultural land (out of total agricultural
population), by sex; and (b) Share of
women among owners or rights-bearers of
agricultural land , by type of tenure.

INDICATOR 5.a.2

Percentage of countries where the legal
framework (including customary law)
guarantees women s equal rights to land
ownership and/or control.

FAO is the custodian agency for this
indicator, and developed a reporting
methodology in partnership with the
contributing agencies and partners.

The inclusion of indicator 5.a.2
acknowledges that greater equality in
the ownership and control over land
contributes to economic ef ciency and
has positive multiplier effects for the
achievement of a range of other SDGs
including poverty reduction (Goal 1),
food security (Goal 2) and the welfare of
households, communities and countries
(Goals 3, 11 and 16, among others).
